INSTALLATION

General

Proctorwrap Reflect membrane must be
installed in accordance with the A. Proctor
Group’s instructions and the recommendations
given in NHBC standards, Chapter 6.2, External
timber framed walls.

Procedure

The product must be secured at regular intervals
with austenitic stainless steel staples or nails to
prevent damage by wind action.

Upper layers should overlap lower layers to shed
water away from the sheathing. Vertical laps
should be staggered wherever possible.

Once Proctorwrap Reflect is applied to the walls,
the primary wall covering should be installed
within 3 months. Any damaged areas should be
repaired or replaced before completion.

In accordance with NHBC Standards, Chapter
6.2, it is essential that the lowest timbers are
protected from moisture and that the positions
of the studs are marked to facilitate wall tie
fixings.
